I Application Deadline

MI applications must be postmarked no later than April 1st. Shortly after this date, all
applications received will be reviewed. Personal interviews with finalists will be conducted. It
is expected that the award winners will be notified prior to the beginning of the Fall semester.

I Scholarship Amount to be Awarded

Up to fifteen ( 5) scholarships will be awarded with a maximum individual value of $1,000 each.
Funds from these scholarships will be applied to tuition, room and board.

The ACACJA Leadership Scholarship is designed to identify and reward outstanding high school seniors
who have demonstrated their ability to excel in the fields of academics, extra-curricular school activities,
and community involvement. The scholarship is available to any male, graduating senior from an
accredited high school who attends Iowa State University. The scholarship is awarded by the local
Corporate Board of Alumni of ACACIA Fraternity. Preference for the awarding of the scholarships is
given to students associated with the fraternity. Demonstrated financial need is not a criteria. This
scholarship is NOT transferrable to another person or attendance at another university.

The ACACIA Undergraduate Scholarship is designed to provide on-going assistance to qualified
students who attend Iowa State University. Each recipient will be eligible to receive up to an additional
5425 per semester that the student meets specified academic and residency requirements. Receipt of the
Leadership Scholarship is a precondition to receiving the Undergraduate Scholarship.
