50% Essay

wrong in terms of legality. Think ouiside the box! Include your own personal definition of integrity.

20% School Involvement

List your school-related activities and include your role and length of time you participated in
each activity. School-related activities would include academic achievements and honors,
sports, clubs, offices held and all other school sanctioned organizations.

20% Community Involvement

List your activities outside of school. Include your role and the length of time you participated in
each activity. Examples of community involvement includes volunteer work, employment,
church, hobbies and pastimes and any other non-school sanctioned activities.

5% Future Plans and Transcripts

Describe how this scholarship will assist you in meeting your postsecondary education goals.
What are your educational plans after high school?2 Upload a copy of your most recent tran-
script.

5% Letters of Recommendation
Upload 2 letters of recommendation. Only one may be from school personnel.
