This scholarship was named after the long time IWGA President, Ann Griffel. During her 23 year term, the
Girls’ State Junior, Forever 39, State Wife-Husband and Senior Women’s Championships were started. Ann
was inducted into the Iowa Golf Hall of Fame in 2006 to honor her contributions to the game.

The Iowa Golf Association Foundation (IGAF) was established to preserve the game and develop more
programs to promote the future of golf in lowa. The IGAF awards $2,000 Ann Griffel Scholarships to Iowa
high school senior girls who intend to further their education at an Iowa institution of higher learning,
whether a college, university or trade school.

Scholarships are awarded based on academic performance, extracurricular activities and leadership qualities,
not on golf accomplishments or ability. Scholarships are awarded and recipients are selected solely based on the
items submitted with this application. The decisions of the Ann Griffel Scholarship Committee are final.

Banquet on Friday, August 9, 2019 (DSM Area).

2019 Herman Sani Scholarship Application

The Iowa Golf Association, through the IGA Foundation, annually awards scholarships in memory of Herman Sani
who served the association for more than 30 years. The purpose of the scholarship is to assist individuals to further
their education.

Each recipient receives $8,000 ($2,000 per year) over a consecutive four-year period of full time
undergraduate study. The committee will consider variations of a four-year undergrad period (such as time
off for a church mission or other service) as long as the student returns as a full-time undergraduate student.

Any graduating high school senior and resident of the State of Iowa with experience or background in golf is eligible
to apply.

Scholarships are awarded based on academic performance, extracurricular activities and leadership qualities, not on
golf accomplishments or ability. Scholarships are awarded and recipients are selected solely on the basis of the
written application. The decision of the Herman Sani Selection Committee is final.
