= All Kindergarten students must be up to date on their pre-
school shots and have received their 4-year-old boosters of
Dtap, Polio, MMR, and Varicella.

= Before School starts in August all Kinder-
garten, 7", and 12" grade students must
have their respected immunizations per
state law.

= All Kindergarten and 9" grade students
must have a current Dental screening cer-
tificate on file.

= All 7" grade and above students must show proof of having
received a Tdap (Tetanus/Acellular Pertussis) vaccination
booster AND a Meningococcal vaccination on or after 10
years of age.

Annual Notice-Reporting Child Abuse (Board Policy #403.0)

In compliance with state law and to provide protection to victims of child abuse,
incidents of alleged child abuse should be reported to the proper authorities. All
district employees are encouraged, and employees who constitute mandatory
reporters pursuant to state law are required, to report alleged incidents of child
abuse that they become aware of within the scope of their professional duties.

When an employee who is a mandatory reporter suspects that a student is the
victim of abuse, the employee shall make an oral report of the suspected child
abuse to the lowa Department of Human Services within 24 hours of becoming
aware of the abusive incident. If the employee believes the child is in immedi-
ate danger, the local law enforcement agency shall also be notified. Within
forty-eight (48) hours of an oral report, the employee shall file a written report
with the lowa Department of Human Services.

The district shall arrange for employees who are mandatory reporters to com-
plete a two-hour training course relating to the identification and reporting of
child abuse within six months of initial employment, unless the employee sub-
mits evidence that he/she has completed the required course within the previ-
ous three years. This course must be retaken at least every three years.

It is also the policy of the district that all employees are required to report to the
level one investigator any suspected cases of physical or sexual abuse of stu-
dents by district personnel.

Video recordings will only be retained if necessary for use in a student disciplinary proceeding or other matter as determined neces-
sary by the administration. Parents may request to view video recordings of their child if the video recordings are used in a disciplinary

proceeding involving their child.
