A trip for ice cream, extra one-
on-one time with mom or dad, playing games together, or simply spending quality time 
can be great motivators. The key is to keep reading enjoyable and consistent through-
out the summer. 
 
I also want to share some exciting news about our district. Each year, the State of 
Iowa recognizes school districts based on overall district performance across grades 
K–12. This year, the Monticello Community School District was ranked #21 out of 329 
school districts in Iowa. That places our district in the top 6% statewide. This recogni-
tion reflects the hard work and dedication of our students, staff, families, and commu-
nity, and we are incredibly proud of this accomplishment.

Reporting Child Abuse (Board Policy #403.0) 

In compliance with state law and to provide protection to victims of child abuse, the board believes incidents of alleged chi ld abuse should be 

reported to the proper authorities. All district employees, 18 years of age or older, are mandatory reporters, and pursuant to state law, are 

required to report alleged incidents of child abuse that they become aware of within the scope of their professional duties.  

When an employee who is a mandatory reporter suspects that a student is the victim of abuse, the employee shall make an oral report of the 

suspected child abuse to the Iowa Department of Human Services within 24 hours of becoming aware of the abusive incident. If the employ-

ee believes the child is in immediate danger, the local law enforcement agency shall also be notified.  Within forty-eight (48) hours of an oral 

report, the employee shall file a written report with the Iowa Department of Human Services. 

Within six months of their initial employment, mandatory reporters will take a training course involving the identification and reporting of child 

abuse, or submit evidence that he/she has completed the required course within the previous three years. Employees who have taken the 

training course will take the follow-up training course every three years and prior to the expiration of their certificate. 

It is also the policy of the district that all employees are required to report to the level one investigator any suspected cases of physical or 

sexual abuse of students by district personnel. 

Use of Video Cameras on School Buses (Board Policy #702.11) 

The Monticello Community School District Board of Directors has authorized the use of video cameras on school district transportation. The 

video cameras will be used to monitor student behavior to maintain order on school transportation to promote and maintain a safe environ-

ment. Students and parents are hereby notified that the content of video recordings may be used in a student disciplinary proceeding. The 

content of video recordings may be confidential student records and, if so, will be retained with other student records. Video recordings will 

only be retained if necessary for use in a student disciplinary proceeding or other matter as determined necessary by the administration. Par-

ents may request to view video recordings of their child if the video recordings are used in a disciplinary proceeding involving their child.

 grade and above students must show proof of 

having received a Tdap (Tetanus/Acellular Pertussis) 

vaccination booster AND a Meningococcal vaccina-

tion on or after 10 years of age. 

 All students in grades 7-12 interested in participating 

in sports must have a current physical and concus-

sion form on file.  

 All 12
th
 grade students must show proof of receiving 

2 DOSES of Meningococcal vaccine; or 1 dose if first 

dose was received at 16 years of age or older.  

Get those appointments scheduled early!
